'I SWEAR,' SAID the rat-like man cowering in the corner. 'I

The cell was tiny, just large enough for the prisoner to be shackled against the wall. The prisoner blinked in the sudden light flooding in from the open door, silhouetting the robed figure of Archmagos Voar standing in the doorway. Voar knelt down so he was level with the prisoner. 
'I have no reason to believe you,' said Voar. 
The prisoner gulped down the recycled air, and sweat ran down his face. The cell was infernally hot, kept sweltering by its proximity to the engines. The man was still shaking, though, his eyes flickering around as if searching for a way out that he had somehow missed in the previous months of his incarceration. 
'He told me… He told me he got it from some… some rogue trader, he called himself. Not the real thing, I guess, just some chancer, some salvager. I really don't know anything else.'

EVEN THE MAGI astrophysicus could not discern quite what had happened to that patch of space to the galactic west of the core. 
Some speculated that the vacuum had become somehow denser, dragging in matter from all around. Others suggested that some great cosmic event had occurred there, a supernova or the collision of two super-dense stars that had started a chain reaction of collapse and rebirth still reverberating through the area. Certainly, it had been a momentous event indeed, because the warp was thick and sluggish there, the beacon of the Astronomican like a night sky's moon reflected in stagnant water. 
The place had been known as the Veiled Region since the beginning of recorded Imperial history. It was a place of dense nebulae and newborn stars, buffeted by waves of radiation and discarded stellar matter. Navigation, on the few times it had been tried, was dangerous and haphazard even by the lethal standards of space travel, and settlements within the Veiled Region were prohibited by Imperial law. 
The primary danger within the Veiled Region, however, was isolation. Astropathic communications were difficult, and became more so the further a ship went. Eventually, psychic communication was blocked entirely, the warp resembling a sucking mire or endless doldrums where an astropath's mental voice echoed back only silence. Exploring the Region, then, was a task rarely attempted and never successful. 
Then came Baradrin Thaal and his ill-advised purchase of an alien trinket from a salvager-trader who had never been identified. 
The artefact was from an alien civilisation that showed signs of great technological advancement. The Mechanicus, having apprehended Thaal and examined the artefact, could not make any sense of its origins, and put Archmagos Voar in charge of finding its source. It was from somewhere in the Veiled Region, Thaal had claimed, and so Voar had assembled a Mechanicus explorator fleet to penetrate the Veiled Region and hunt down the alien hand that had created the mask. His flagship was the Antithesis,  a fast, tough armed explorer that had forged the first route through the Garon Nebula and circumnavigated the Varlian Anomalies. He had cruisers and escorts drawn from the Martian fleet and regiments of tech-guard with him, because he expected trouble within the Veiled Region. 
Stylised and heretical though it was, the mask was of a human face. That meant humans and xenos in the Veiled Region, and with the xenos capable of such technology it was likely the humans were subjects or, even worse, willing allies of the heathen aliens.

'It is unlikely,' said Hepsebah, 'that we will receive further human intelligence. Thaal was our best source.' 
'Our only source,' said Voar, 'save our own intellects.' 
'Then what is to be our course of action?' asked Khrul. His voice was a deep rumble from a vocaliser unit built into his torso. 
'We forge on,' said Voar, 'unless the Omnissiah's wisdom can teach us otherwise.' 
'The Veiled Region,' said Crystavayne, 'is vast and unmapped. To seek an alien world, even an alien empire, would be beyond a reliable statistical model.' 
'I disagree,' said Khrul. 'The Veiled Region has remained unexplored because the resources to penetrate it have yet to be deployed. 
Thaal's information created the first compelling reason to commit such resources to the region for centuries. We would be in dereliction of our duties towards the Omnissiah if we passed up the chance, not only to locate the source of the artefact, but also to discover what other knowledge lies here. Explorator fleets have barely skimmed the surface of its nebulae since the Great Crusade. There is no telling what we might discover.' 
'Devwyn?' said Voar. ' What  have you to say on this matter?' 
Devwyn kept his eyes on the archmagos, but the glassy artificial eyes on the snake-like mechadendrites fixed to his shoulders wove between his fellow magi. Devwyn, being an observer of the skies, had learned to use his extra senses to keep two eyes on the ground as well. 
'The Region is a puzzle box to be opened up, Archmagos,' said Devwyn. His voice was natural as his larynx had yet to be augmented or replaced. The unknown nature of its contents has dissuaded many, otherwise brave and knowledgeable men, from solving this puzzle. 'I can think of nothing more worthwhile than working towards gaining an insight into the forces that created this place, and the entities that might dwell herein.' 
Voar turned away from his magi. The cogitator units built into his thoracic spine whirred as they augmented his thought processes. 
It was knowledge the Adeptus Mechanicus sought, and it was knowledge that would guide him. 
The command altar of the bridge was on top of a shallow pyramid rising from the labyrinthine library, kilometres of bookshelves winding in a complicated pattern that filled the bridge. Unexplored space: there was so much of it. After ten thousands years questing, only a fraction of the Imperium had been properly explored and catalogued. It was a sacred task that, like humanity's many other battles, would never end, and yet required the dedication of its servants to the exclusion of all else. THE ADEPTUS MECHANICUS fleet that flew in a shoal around the Antithesis  had been assembled on Mars. The Antithesis  was a cruiser-class vessel, not quite the equal of one of the Imperium's ancient mighty battleships, but a swift and well-crewed ship with enough Martian-forged armaments to punch above her weight. Her sister ship, the Constant,  was slower and less manoeuvrable, but much more heavily gunned, and sported an enormous nova cannon on her prow that could blow an enemy cruiser dean in two. 
The Constant  was under the command of Magos Hepsebah who trusted no one but herself to operate the nova cannon. Both craft were in the dark red of the Adeptus Mechanicus, with the half-steel skull of Mars worn as proud heraldry. 
Several armed explorator ships of the Asdepian Squadron flew a picket around the two cruisers. They were smaller craft, but they were hardy, built for exploring harsh regions and for resisting the worst excesses of stellar radiation and micrometeorite impacts. 
They made for capable escort craft, tough enough to weather enemy fire and nimble enough to outfox slower enemies. They had been difficult for Voar to acquire since they had been destined to explore the Imperium's Eastern Fringes. The light cruiser Defence of Caelano Minoris  had been fitted out as a laboratory ship, its gun decks stripped out and replaced with medical labs and crucible chambers to research anything the fleet might find. A whole deck was sealed and gene-locked so it could be used for the study of alien artefacts. The Defence  was the domain of Magos Crystavayne and Magos Devwyn. It usually flew in the wake of the Ferrous,  an armed factory ship that wallowed obesely through space, dragging an enormous processing and storage section behind it, plumes of plasma fire bursting through the vents down its spine as it turned its cargo of harvested ore and chemicals into fuel for the rest of the fleet. Magos Vionel, the commander of the Ferrous,  was as much a part of the ship as its chemical tanks and fusion chambers were. 
The final element of the fleet, and by far the largest, was the swarm of smaller explorator ships, armed merchantmen, tech-guard transports, cargo containers and single-squadron fighter platforms collectively known as the Fleet Minor. They flew around the larger ships in a silver cloud, serving as flying laboratories, scouts, storage space and fighter response. Should crews be lost on the cruisers, ships of the Fleet Minor could be decommissioned and their crews used to replace the dead. In a naval battle, the Fleet Minor could spoil the aim of enemy ships, outflank hostile formations and distract enemy guns from the real targets. On a mission like the exploration of the Veiled Region, the ships of the Fleet Minor were a mathematical necessity. 
The contact picked up by the sensorium dome on the Antithesis  was some way ahead of the fleet, obscured into a vague shadow by the stellar dust that choked the Veiled Region beyond the Plateau. It was huge, though, far bigger than any ships of the Mechanicus fleet. No ship of the Imperium, even a titanic battleship of the Battlefleet Solar, had ever been built that big. 
There were only two possible identities for such a contact. First, it was a craft of alien design built with technology that allowed for immense size. Secondly, it was a space hulk. 
'WE'RE BEING FOLLOWED,' said Techmarine Lygris, rapidly skimming the reams of statistics spooling out of a bridge cogitator. 
The rest of the bridge was dominated by several cogitators salvaged from other parts of the space hulk known as the Brokenback. 
They were ill-matched chunks of technology, with exposed circuit boards and banks of valve-switches, constantly clattering and humming. The rest of the bridge looked like it had once been a theatre, with ornate decorative panels fixed to the walls, drilled through to accommodate bundles of cables. It had once been dominated by a viewscreen, which was now blank and blind. 
Every sensor and system that still worked on the Brokenback  was hooked into a web created by Lygris so he always knew what was going on in and around the ship, as well as being able to command it, from the bridge. Lygris had summoned Chapter Master Sarpedon to the bridge shortly before the space hulk exited von Carnath's Plateau and entered unknown space. A couple of other Soul Drinkers were attending to Lygris on the bridge, monitoring the various readouts and sensors, but even the tall armoured shape of a Space Marine looked relatively insignificant compared to the mutant shape of Sarpedon in the ornate armour of the Chapter Librarium. 'Who?' asked Sarpedon. 
Lygris glanced down at the data-slate he held, which was wired up to one of the cogitators. 'It's a fleet. A big one. We're too close to the nebula to see much more, but they'll be watching us. They must be taking the Plateau into the Region, too.' 
Sarpedon, Chapter Master and senior Librarian of the Soul Drinkers Chapter, sat back on the haunches of his eight mutant legs and thought about the predicament. 
'I had hoped that, here of all places, we would be alone,' he said. 'As soon as Chaplain Iktinos suggested this place, I knew he was right. The Imperium hasn't tried to explore the Veiled Region for thousands of years. Now there's a fleet on our tail. Can we outrun them?' 
'Hard to say,' said Lygris. 'Dropping into the warp here isn't something I'd relish under fire. Just because this hulk's warp-capable doesn't mean I can get all its engines pulling in the same direction without more time to prepare.' 
'Can we tell if they're armed?' 
'There's at least a couple of cruisers in there. Nothing that big flies into a place like this without being able to handle itself.' 
'Set us to battle stations. Get ready to flee as soon as you can. We'll stand and fight until then.' 
'As you wish, commander.' Lygris made a few adjustments to the data-slate, and the space hulk's vox-casters blared a warning. 
The bridge was bathed in deep red light. 
Soul Drinkers ran through the corridors past the bridge to their assigned battle stations. There were barely two hundred and fifty Space Marines left in the Chapter, and the last of the Chapter serfs had succumbed to battle or the rigours of space a long time ago. It was a tiny crew for a ship so vast, and Lygris's command of tech-lore was most apparent in the way the space hulk could be commanded at all. 
When the Soul Drinkers had first entered the Brokenback  it was an abomination, an alien-infested amalgamation of dozens of Imperial and xenos ships, lost in the warp to be welded together and spat out again centuries later. The Soul Drinkers had boarded and cleansed it to use as their base of operations. A space hulk was a symbol of the warp's corruption, a harbinger of dread things from beyond real space. It seemed fitting that the outcast Soul Drinkers should have made such a dreaded place their home. 
'How's our ordnance?' asked Sarpedon. 
'We uncovered a stock of torpedoes on one of the cruiser sections,' said Lygris. 'Very old. High explosive, armour piercing heads. 
Better than anything the Imperial Navy has. They'll be in the tubes within an hour.' 
'Good. I take it you'll remain on the bridge to command. Where do you want me?' 
'I had Scout Sergeant Eumenes commanding one of the gun decks,' said Lygris, 'which leaves us one short there.' 
'Then I should replace him,' said Sarpedon. 'After all, I'm the one who killed him.' 
THE RELATIVE CALM of the Plateau was replaced with the gluey, dust-heavy void of the Veiled Region proper. The enormous vessel being followed by the Mechanicus fleet had dived into the mire, and the fleet had followed, every tech-priest and magos amongst its crews uttering prayers to the machine-spirits of the ships. Normal space died out, and the nebulae of the Veiled Region seemed to crowd around the fleet reaching out with overlapping fields of lethal radiation, and throwing off flares of half-born stars. The fleet, however, had the advantage of collected millennia of naval lore, and it made good speed through the outer

All of the information was filtered through to the sensorium grotto, a cave-like appendix to the bridge-library of the Antithesis.  It was crammed with information that did not take the form of books or data-slates: carved tablets, symbolic statues, and paintings stacked up against one wall. Amongst all this were the sensorium readouts, mostly autoquills spilling out reams of parchment covered in jagged signal lines and pict screens showing streams of numbers. Archmagos Voar peered over the shoulder of one of the tech-priests, watching as the data was compiled into the first image of their quarry.

Tech-priests were hurrying between stations, jostling past menials and servitors, carrying stacks of books containing armament equations and tech-liturgies for ministering to the ship's machine-spirit. 
'Magos Hepsebah?' said Voar into his internal vox-unit. 
'Hepsebah here,' replied the magos aboard the Constant. 
'You should be receiving firing data from the Antithesis  and the Fleet Minor. What is your state of readiness?' 
'All gun decks are loaded and ready, archmagos,' said Hepsebah. She was still human enough to have a trace of pride in her voice. 
Hepsebah's calling was weaponry, and few weapons could be more sacred than the mighty guns of a spacecraft. She had seen to it that the Constant's  gun crews were so well-drilled they could put the proudest Imperial Navy crews to shame. 
'And the nova cannon?' 
'I am in the process of priming it.' 
'Good. You have my permission to break formation and attain high ventral vantage over the target.' 
'It will be done, archmagos. What is our plan of engagement?' 
'The fleet will pin the enemy down,' said Voar. 'And you will kill it.'

SPACE HULK was more than a material threat. It was an object of religious hatred for the Mechanicus. There were few tech-heresies as grave as xenos ships being melded with Imperial craft. Those Imperial ships had been sacred once, their machine-spirits ancient things before whom tech-priests knelt and begged for counsel. They were vessels of the Omnissiah's wisdom as well as the Emperor's might, god-machines that represented the human race's greatest achievements in conquering the galaxy. 
Now they were dead and defiled, inhabited by Throne knew what aliens and blasphemers. 
Death was the only punishment. 
The Fleet Minor broke out of formation and thrust forwards, thousands of engines flaring like fireflies. Countermeasures were launched, bursting in silver fireworks, throwing sensor-baffling filaments everywhere. THE SOUL DRINKERS and the Adeptus Mechanicus had history. 
The Adeptus Mechanicus had sought to recover the pre-Imperial artefact known as the Soulspear, so it could be properly studied. 
The Soul Drinkers, on the other hand, had wanted it returned to them as it was a relic of their Chapter, and, in particular, of Rogal Dorn, the Chapter's primarch, who had given it to the fledgling Soul Drinkers upon their foundation after the Horus Heresy. The rift thus created had been the first in a series of betrayals that had led the Soul Drinkers to break with Imperial authority, become excommunicated from the human race, and ply a new future as a renegade Space Marine Chapter. 
The Inquisition, taking responsibility for hunting down the Soul Drinkers, had ordered the Chapter's name deleted from all Imperial records, so that the danger inherent in the very idea of a renegade Chapter would not imperil the minds of the galaxy's citizens. 
The Adeptus Mechanicus did not always follow the dictates of the Inquisition to the letter. 
'YOU ARE CERTAIN of this?' asked Archmagos Voar, looking down at the data-slate in his hand. He was seated on the command throne at the top of the pyramid in the centre of the bridge, surrounded by tactical printouts brought to him by the ordnance and sensorium crew. The tech-priest that had handed him the data-slate was from the communications crew, who occupied a section of the library dominated by a monstrous switchboard with thousands of sockets and cables. 
'Every piece of data we have is consistent with this conclusion,' said the tech-priest. 
'I see.' Voar put down the data-slate and picked up a book fetched by a menial from the rare and sacred books section. It was one of the few copies in existence, since it had been ordered burned by Inquisitorial deletion squads in the great libraries of the Imperium. No doubt not one copy remained in the archives of the Inquisition. A golden chalice was embossed on its cover. It was a military history of the Soul Drinkers Space Marine Chapter. 'You 
 were right to bring this to my attention. Go about the Omnissiah's work, brother of Mars.' 
The tech-priest bowed and turned away. 
'One moment,' said Voar. The tech-priest halted. 'Summon an astropath.' 
The tech-priest hurried down to the pyramid to attend to his orders. 
The news he had brought was unexpected, and Voar allowed himself the luxury of a few moments' thought. The Adeptus Mechanicus had a long memory; a grudge lasted a lot longer in a bank of data-medium than it did in a human mind. That memory was not easily erased. The Mechanicus knew the name of the Soul Drinkers and of the rebel who led them, Commander Sarpedon. 
Sarpedon had killed Mechanicus tech-priests in taking possession of the Soulspear, and had resisted the best efforts of the Inquisition to bring him and his Chapter to justice. The Adeptus Mechanicus, in defiance of the deletion order, had collected all the information they could find on the Soul Drinkers. One such piece of information suggested that the Soul Drinkers were making use of a space hulk named the Brokenback,  the description of which had set off an alert in the archive of the Antithesis. 
'  This is Voar,' he voxed to the magi commanding his fleet. 'Target identified. No prisoners.' 
THE GUNS OF the Brokenback  roared, and the seeker shells, relics of an earlier age of technology, erupted from the enormous broadside guns, spiralling on columns of fire through the void. Armed with their own cogitators they sought out targets of opportunity, and drove into the cloud of smaller ships in the vanguard of the Mechanicus fleet. Blossoms of atomic fire erupted and imploded darkly in the vacuum, leaving silvery sprays of wreckage. 
On the gun deck of the Intolerant,  Sarpedon watched them on a grainy pict screen hooked up to the gun's own simple sensors. At this distance, the enemy cruisers were visible as silver darts illuminated by light reflected off the surrounding nebulae, and the smaller craft as sprinkled points of light. Many of them were gone in those first few moments, homed in on by the seeker shells, and blasted into burning dust. 
From Sarpedon's position, perched up on the housing of the gun, he could see right down the gun deck. Twenty guns, most of them automated and the rest operated by the Soul Drinkers, roared in unison. Loading cranes swung into action, and the Soul Drinkers began to reload their guns, their forms in purple power armour scrambling over the gun housings to haul the breech doors open and drag more shells into position. Sarpedon made ready to drop to the deck and lend his enormous strength to the task, when he caught movement on the pict screen: a glittering spray of ships approaching fast, wheeling in formation to approach. 
'It's a bombing run!' shouted Sarpedon. 'Get to cover!' 
Guided missiles sliced down from the weapon mounts of the approaching bombers. Automated turrets, studding the Brokenback's hull, opened up as they approached, snaring them in a lattice of laser fire. Many were destroyed, sliced in two by the lines of white-hot light, but not before they had released their payloads. Most Imperial Navy craft would have needed to get much closer

Sarpedon dropped to the floor and ran for the relative safety of the Intolerant's  internal decks. Another missile hit closer, blowing another gun off its mountings and sending the steel tower of the gun barrel somersaulting through the wall. The sounds of destruction boomed through the floor, surreally distant in the vacuum. 
The Imperial ship's alarm systems, rigged back to working order by Lygris, were blaring. 'The Intolerant's  been hit,' he said. 
'I'm tracking the incoming bombers now,' said Lygris. Sarpedon could hear the whirr of cogitators behind his voice. 'They're all over us.' 
'Can we take them?' 
'Of course. But they're not the danger. They're just spoiling our aim so the cruisers can hit us.' 
'How much damage can they do?' 
'Ordinarily, a cruiser wouldn't put much of a dent in a hulk this size. But the Mechanicus has plenty of tricks that could hurt.' 
Sarpedon knew there were two choices: stand and fight, or flee. The Mechanicus clearly thought they had enough firepower to hurt the Brokenback.  And the Soul Drinkers would gain nothing from fighting a battle here. 
'How long until the warp drives are ready?' asked Sarpedon. 
'Another ten minutes.' 
'Then get us out of here as soon as you can. The Intolerant  is being abandoned.' 
'Yes, commander. I suggest you and Salk's men go on to damage control. The Mechanicus will get a few free swings at us before we're gone.' 
'On my way.' 
The Intolerant  shook as more ordnance hit home. Smaller impacts, like sparks crackling against the hull, were the remains of fighters and bombers scattering against the Brokenback  after the turrets had done their work.

THE CONSTANT DRIFTED up out of formation into a high firing angle. The space hulk's guns, formidable as they were, had been too busy fending off the wasp-like attacks of the Fleet Minor to pay the cruiser any mind until it was too late. 
Magos Hepsebah aimed the nova cannon. She had designed it and overseen its fitting to the chassis of the Constant,  turning it from a vessel of the line into a ship-killer. The barrel was so large it gave the cruiser a lopsided look as if it should topple off balance and tumble through space helplessly, but the cruiser's thrusters kept its enormous mass still as Hepsebah lined up her shot. 
No single kill shot could be taken against a space hulk. It was a welded mass of dozens of ships, and any one of them might house the bridge, or the ordnance hangars, or the reactors. Hepsebah's duty was simply to do as much damage as possible. 
A burning mass on the side of the space hulk that had once been an Imperial ship was ruined and ablaze. There was little point hitting it again. The swollen rearward quarters of the ship were composed of enormous container ships and beetle-like carapaces of massive alien hulks, which looked like they contained little more than empty space and debris. Hepsebah aimed towards the front of the ship, some way down below the reinforced armour of an ancient warship and a forbidding tangle of silvery alien craft. 
The ships there were many and densely packed, with more chance of important systems surviving. 
Hepsebah ordered the firing chamber menials to drag the two enormous hemispheres of radioactive metal together. Hundreds of men hauled on chains, their muscles burning under their skin in the heat of the firing chamber, their taskmaster barking rhythmic orders to keep the hemispheres swinging. The hemispheres clashed, rang like a great deep bell, and released a massive wave of power funnelled by electromagnetic fields into the accelerator formed by the cannon's barrel. The force of it hit the enormous nova projectile, accelerating it down the barrel at impossible speeds. 
The nova cannon fired, and, for a fraction of a second, the Constant  and the hulk were connected by a bridge of burning light. 
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SARPEDON ARRIVED AT the reactor array of the Blessed Obedience,  the enormous industrial ship containing many of the plasma reactors that Lygris had got back on-line to make the space hulk warp-capable. The reactor chamber was enormous, close to a kilometre long, criss-crossed with catwalks that gave access to the titanic cylindrical forms of the reactors. The Blessed Obedience had carried a dozen such reactors in some previous life as a space-faring refinery, each one powerful enough to fuel a spaceship for decades. Every one of the cylinders contained a vessel full of superheated plasma, locked in a constant reaction that pumped power into the hulk's warp arrays. They were crowned with spider-like arrays of steel struts, supporting the cables and pipes that provided the reactors with fuel and coolant, and drew off their massive outputs of power. 
Sarpedon hurried along a gantry between reactors one and two. Chaplain Iktinos was on a command platform just ahead, along with several of his flock. 
'Commander Sarpedon,' voxed Iktinos as he saw Sarpedon approaching. 'I hear on the vox-net that our brothers have fallen.' 
'Thoss of Squad Salk, and Renigel of your flock,' said Sarpedon. 'He died when the Intolerant  was hit. The enemy is going to throw everything he has at us. I am afraid that prayers will have to wait.' 
'So it shall be,' said Iktinos. 
Sarpedon switched his vox-net to the bridge channel. 'Lygris, I'm at the reactors. It looks like they're holding up well.' 
'Stay there,' replied Lygris from the bridge. 'If we lose the Obedience  then we're done—' 
A sound like the death of a world hammered across the reactor chamber. One wall blew in, hurling a hurricane of shredded metal. 
The nova projectile detonated, and a great gale of fire and shrapnel ripped across the Obedience,  sending white-hot shards of shrapnel arrowing everywhere. 
The shock wave threw Sarpedon off the gantry, slamming him into the wall. His head swam with the force of it. If he hadn't been wearing his helmet he would have been knocked out. Enough of him remained unshaken to remind him that if he fell, he would probably die. Talons lashed out in a reflex, and dug into the wall of the reactor chamber, halting him as he fell. 
The reverberations of the explosion bellowed around the chamber. One wall had been completely demolished, beyond it only a glowing labyrinth of torn bulkheads and decking. A gale of fire howled into the maw of the wound as the air was sucked out through the hull breach. 
The explosion had sent shards of shrapnel spearing through the vessels of reactors eleven and nine. Reactor eleven collapsed, its upper half too heavy for the shredded foundations. Deep splits opened up as the reactor's crown fell back into the lake of plasma inside, and raw, white burning plasma looped out in great arcs like solar flares, the massive release of pressure sending it lashing in destructive tongues through the roof of the reactor chamber. Gobbets of it bored through walkways and command platforms. A great torrent burst from the lower half of the reactor and flowed in a glowing flood through the tangle of conduits and cabling that obscured the chamber floor. 
Sarpedon was aware of another shape falling towards him: a Space Marine. He stuck out an arm and grabbed the falling Soul Drinker by his shoulder pad. The weight almost pulled Sarpedon off the wall, but he held on. He had caught one of Iktinos's flock, the purple paint on his armour bubbling with the heat. 
Sarpedon climbed until he was level with the stub of a walkway. Most of it had been ripped away and thrown into the chamber's depths, but enough of it remained to hold the weight of a Space Marine. It joined the wall at a maintenance entrance. Sarpedon hauled the Soul Drinker onto the walkway, and was relieved to see that he was still alive. 
Sarpedon looked across the chamber, trying to see more survivors. He spotted a couple of Iktinos's flock clinging to a precarious length of walkway, making their way towards a command post that had survived mostly intact. From there, they could make it up a ladder into the access tunnels above the chamber. Iktinos himself had been thrown onto the top of reactor three, and was making his way towards the crown of pipes and cables connecting it to the ceiling. 
'Lygris!' yelled Sarpedon into the vox. The last of the chamber's air was shrieking and superheated, a terrible sound like a gale of fire. 'Lygris, what in the hells was that?' 
Lygris's voice barely swam through the static. 'Direct hit! Commander, give me a damage report!' 
'Reactors eleven and nine are breached,' replied Sarpedon. 'Eleven's venting plasma. Nine's about to go—' 
'Evacuate the area,' replied Lygris. 
The last words had barely reached Sarpedon's ears when reactor nine exploded, the pressure inside too much for its failing structure. A pure white starburst of plasma erupted, like a caged supernova, and the structures surrounding reactor nine were obliterated. Bolts of plasma streaked into the nearby reactors, shearing more maintenance walkways from their mountings. The sound, just a vibration transmitted through the wall to which Sarpedon clung, was like the roar of an escaping giant. 
The glare died down. Iktinos was crouching from the shock wave of the explosion, still clinging to reactor three. 
'Chaplain,' voxed Sarpedon, 'are you hurt?' 
'I am not, commander,' replied Iktinos. His voice was distorted almost beyond understanding. 'But there is no way off this reactor.' 
'There is for me,' said Sarpedon. 'Hold position. I'm coming for you.' 
Sarpedon ran up the wall towards the ceiling. The whole chamber shuddered as the remains of reactor eleven collapsed into the floor. Plasma flooded the lower levels, swallowing up enormous bundles of cables and drowning the lowest walkways. Reactor twelve was sitting in a lake of plasma, and was listing as its foundations were eroded. Below the chamber plasma would be flowing through the rest of the Obedience,  looking for ways into the ships surrounding it. It would melt its way through a huge area of the Brokenback,  like a cancer, if it wasn't stopped. 
Sarpedon was above reactor three. He could see that a spear of shrapnel had punctured the reactor's side, and plasma was spurting from the wound. The crack was widening, and, every second, the sheet of vented energy grew wider. 
Sarpedon ran down a coolant pipe to the top of the reactor. Iktinos was waiting for him. 
Iktinos reached up. Sarpedon grabbed the Chaplain's wrist and hauled him off his feet. 
Reactor three shuddered and leaned suddenly to one side. Sarpedon glanced up; the conduits were coming away from the ceiling. 
There would be no way off the reactor in that direction. He spotted a length of walkway hanging from one wall, half-melted away 
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by a bolt of plasma. Sarpedon shifted his grip so that he was dragging Iktinos behind him by the collar of his armour. He crouched down on his back legs and uncoiled, sprinting at full tilt towards the edge of the reactor.

Sarpedon reached the edge and jumped with the power of every muscle packed into his arachnoid legs. He reached forwards and his hand closed on the handrail of the walkway. 'My gratitude, commander,' voxed Iktinos. 
Reactor three split completely in two, a torrent of plasma flooding through the lower levels. Sarpedon got to his feet and followed Iktinos towards the doorway where the walkway joined the wall. Another reactor breached as they ran, sinking into the burning mire and splitting open. A wall of radiated heat buffeted them as Iktinos reached the door and hauled it open. 
Beyond was a dark, cramped maintenance space, leading to the cargo ship adjoining the Blessed Obedience.  Sarpedon followed Iktinos through the darkness as the booming vibrations of dying reactors got louder. 
'Lygris,' voxed Sarpedon to the bridge, 'we're clear.' 
'I'm shutting down the Obedience,'  replied Lygris. Sarpedon could hear every alarm on the space hulk's bridge blaring at once. 
'Make sure you're well clear. That whole area will be lethal.' 
'Can you get us out of here?' 
'With the reactors down? I can make it into the warp, maybe.' 
'Then do it. Whatever hit us will want a kill-shot.' 
'Yes, commander,' voxed Lygris. 'I suggest you hold on.' 
'GOT IT,' SAID Magos Hepsebah with relish. Seated in the targeting observatory of the Constant,  surrounded by the holo-projections of surrounding stars and spacecraft, she watched another flare of plasma burst from the side of the space hulk. 'Target report!' 
Tech-priests' voices from the ship's sensorium filtered back to her through the vox-net. 
'Major secondary explosions…' 
'Confirm plasma vent. Target reactor breach.' 
'Target power levels fluctuating beyond parameters…' 
'Arming chamber!' ordered Hepsebah. 'Full recharge! Navigation, line us up for another shot!' 
She spun the barrels of the multilaser she carried in place of her left arm. Nothing fired the passions in her like a direct hit: the sum of all her knowledge, brought forth in a single moment of destruction. Such a wonder could only be possible through the Omnissiah's will. 
'Magos Hepsebah, excellent damage,' said Voar's voice from the Antithesis. '  The Fleet Minor is disengaging. We will coordinate fire and complete the kill.' 
'Yes, archmagos,' said Hepsebah. 'The Soul Drinkers, they once did the Mechanicus wrong?' 
'Most gravely so,' said Voar. 
'Then it will be a pleasure to call in the debt.' 
The holo flared red. Indicators around the image of the space hulk showed an enormous power spike. 
'Gellar fields active!' came an alert from one of the tech-priests in the sensorium. 
'They're hitting the warp!' shouted Hepsebah. 'They're insane. That space hulk's bleeding to death. The warp will swallow it alive.' 
'It has survived an aeon in the warp,' said Voar. 'Do not presume to know the capabilities of such an enemy.' 
'Hit it with everything we have! Now!' 
Most of the Constant's  offensive power was tied up in the nova cannon, but she still sported plenty of medium-range guns and torpedoes. Every one of them fired, spraying massive calibre fire towards the space hulk, even as the enemy ship was surrounded by a shimmering field projected by what power remained in its wounded reactors. Shots tore through the field and impacted against the hull. The Antithesis  joined in, and a tremendous broadside hammered against the hulk's side, ripping chunks of spacecraft away, and exposing burning metal innards below. Secondary explosions rippled where stored ammunition detonated, and plumes of vented air burst from the impacts. 
Space tore. A slash opened up in front of the hulk, so dark it was blacker even than the void. Power boiled within it, a monumental, malicious reflection of the Veiled Region in another dimension. The space hulk sank into it, explosions still studding its gnarled surface as the rip in space swallowed it up. 
The holo blinked, and the space hulk was gone.

Luko had been the first out of the second shuttle, and his squad had spread into a circle to cover the shuttles' landing position from all angles. 
'This place is dead,' said Graevus as his squad deployed behind Sarpedon. Graevus flexed his mutated hand, one of the Chapter's more obvious deformities aside from Sarpedon's own, which gave him the enormous strength with which he wielded his power axe. 
'Squad, give me a cordon! All angles!' ordered Luko. His squad spread out and took aim at the buildings lining the area. 
The shuttles had landed in a city square. Towering habitation blocks surrounded it, all in white or grey stone with dark grey or black tiles. False columns and carved lintels suggested wealth and age. One edge of the square was taken up with a large domed basilica flanked by equestrian statues; the riders were human, which meant that this was at least a human world. Like the rest of the buildings, the block was monochrome, reflecting the pale greyish sky. 
'Nothing on the auspex scanner,' said Graevus. 
Sarpedon opened the front doors. Stale air rolled out, dusty and old. Inside, homes led off from a central hallway, with a staircase spiralling to the upper floors above.

'We are assuming,' said Pallas, kneeling to examine the remains of a fallen statue, 'that they aren't still here: either the population, or the people who took them.' 
Sarpedon caught a movement out of the corner of his eye. In a fluid reaction, his bolt pistol was in his left hand, and his right was at his back, ready to unsheathe the Axe of Mercaeno he carried strapped to the backpack of his armour. 
A tiny black speck clung to the inside surface of the minaret. 
'Commander?' said Lygris. 
'It's a bird,' said Sarpedon. 'At least there's something alive here.' 
The bird flitted down off the minaret. It made a metallic buzzing sound as it swooped down and hovered just above Sarpedon.

Chaplain Iktinos took his crozius off his belt. Like Luko's lightning claws, the crozius was a power weapon, and a blue-white energy field leapt around it. It was a badge of office as well as a weapon, topped with a bladed skull so that Iktinos could swing it like a morning star. 
'I can hear them,' he said. 'The voice of the xenos calls us out.' 
Sarpedon could hear it, too. A crackling, buzzing sound, deep and resonant, came to them from the grey sky visible through the circular opening in the pinnacle of the minaret. Graevus's squad took up a position in the centre of the basilica around Sarpedon and the officers. When the last human parts of him had been replaced with the machine, such moments of weakness would not plague him any more. 
The observatory on the Antithesis  filled a dome blistered up from the ship's upper hull. An array of brass-cased telescopes, carefully inscribed with binary prayers of accuracy, and flawlessness, jutted out from the observatory dome. The inside of the dome was frescoed with images of great discoveries, like Magos Land uncovering lost STC fragments and Tech-Priest Gurvann stumbling upon the principles of xenos-specific neurotoxins. 'Wait,' said Khrul, 'I'm syncing the crews' vox.' 
'Archmagos! This is Observator Secundus Malian,' said a female voice over the vox. Voar knew that she was nestled in the cramped observatory station of her Veritix-class scout ship, making sense of the masses of data piping in through the craft's sensors, while the pilot crew brought the ship in towards the planet. 
'What can you see, observator?' asked Voar. 
'It's… It's featureless. Smooth.' 
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'I can see that.' 
'Not just visually. It doesn't even have magnetic poles or a radiation signature. It's totally inert.' 
'Then it is not natural.'

Voar watched the two ships dropping in to skim the surface, so low that their hulls should have been glowing with the heat of re-entry. 
'I have a surface feature,' said Malian's voice. A blurry image, juddering as the scout craft's cogitator struggled to compensate for its speed, appeared on one of the pict screens in front of Voar. It was a jagged greenish shape.

Both scout craft had been vaporised in an instant. All that remained of them were puffs of glittering metal dust dissipating over the planet's pale surface.

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Sarpedon flexed his repaired leg. It hurt, but it was a good pain. He looked down at the scarab Pallas had pulled from his leg. 
'Destroy that,' he said. 
' Yes,  commander. And…' 
Sarpedon paused as he went to leave. 'Yes, Apothecary?' 
'I would not surrender to the Mechanicus. If I was leading us, I would not let them take us to some forge world for a show trial. I would die first, and my battle-brothers along with me. That is what I imagine.' 
'Good,' said Sarpedon, and left. 
THE MECHANICUS FLEET had made its warp jump with minimal planning and no preparation, so in interstellar terms it had only travelled a short distance through the Veiled Region. 
The first task had been to count the dead: Magos Khrul and the three hundred men on board the Asclepian Gamma,  several hundred among the Fleet Minor, and the usual handful of casualties among the menials in the engine rooms and arming chamber of the Constant. 
The Asclepian Gamma  had been rather more than nine hundred years old, a fine craft built according to principles that were slowly being lost by the shipwrights of the Mechanicus. 'Anything else?' 
'Not in all the library, archmagos. The semantic engines have finished their work.' 
Voar turned his scanner eye to the tome the servitor carried. It was another minor engagement where some pious Imperial servants had stumbled across hostile aliens and fought for their survival. The world was known as Sanctuary 101, and the Sisters of Battle, the military arm of the Adepta Sororitas, had fought valiantly against a tenacious foe.

The Omnissiah had given Voar all the clues he needed. As a servant of the Machine-God, Voar had dutifully followed them to their conclusion.

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'Bridge!' voxed Vionel. 'Relay to me all reports of intruders. Keep me up to date on damage controls. Tech-guard standby.' 
A series of cogitator tones bleeped in response. The Ferrous  had a complement of tech-guard and trained menials in case of hostile boarders, who were, at that moment, grabbing their flak armour and lasguns and heading through the ill-maintained mazes of the ship's outer decks to meet the sources of the alert.

'I see,' said Dyrmida. 'Then the last of Raevenia's cities have fallen. We are alone. We, the people of this city, are what remains of the Selaacan Empire.' 
A few of the less tactful generals exchanged looks. 
'Do not pretend,' said Dyrmida, 'that we have not known this all along. When Selaaca fell silent, we knew it could come to this. 
We know that many worlds have fallen and we cannot assume any others have been spared. Much as it pains us to accept it, much as the death toll must be beyond our understanding, it is the truth. The empire's last stand will fall upon us. The Undying have exterminated all the rest.' 
Damask banged a fist on the map table. 'Then we will give these aliens the battle of their lives! The Undying will pay for every brick and cobble of Astelok! I will man the barricades myself and fight them until the last breath! I and my men will—' 
'You will give us all glorious deaths, general?' interrupted Dyrmida. 'You accept the loss of Astelok and all who dwell in her?' 
Damask did not answer. He glanced around the table for support, but none of his fellow officers spoke up. 
'I intend,' said Dyrmida, 'to fight the Undying here, but, unlike General Damask, I do not intend to lose. I am willing to sacrifice Astelok, but not her people. We must evacuate the population to the space port and get them off the planet.'

Crystavayne's pride died down. Emotions were subsiding faster and faster since his last cortical implant. He wondered if he would miss them.

'Whatever task takes so much attention, archmagos,' muttered Crystavayne, 'I pray only that the Omnissiah's work is being done.' 
LIBRARIAN TYRENDIAN FURROWED his brow, and thrust a hand at the Undying advancing along the war engine's main chamber. 
Caged lightning arced from his fingers. Shards of hot metal and shattered exoskeleton flew. Green crystal shattered, loosing more bolts of light, emerald this time.

Sarpedon did not need to worry about anything except the fighting. The endeavour of battle was all that remained, and, as every follower of the Emperor understood, endeavour was its own reward. 
THE SOUND OF explosions, muffled by the hull, shuddered the walls of Voar's laboratory. Sample jars jangled on their shelves, and delicate components shifted across the dissection table at which Voar sat. Archmagos Voar regarded the noise with more annoyance than alarm. 
The guns of the Antithesis  were firing, counter-measures probably, sprays of chaff and electromagnetic pulse munitions to throw the xenos sensors off as they targeted the Mechanicus ships. If the xenos used sensors the Imperium understood, of course… if they needed to see the Mechanicus at all. 
Voar had laid out the components of the dissected necron warrior on the table. Arcane machines were hooked up to it by electrodes and probes. Winking lights lit the dim laboratory, and the only sounds, aside from the dull thuds of the ship's guns, were the hum of the machines and the clicking of Voar's implements as he worked. 'Techmarine!' snapped Sarpedon. 'Enough of this heresy! No alien will have this galaxy. It does not matter how long they have waited. Humanity will wipe them out.'

Sarpedon glared at Lygris, but Lygris shifted back into a daze.

'But that's it, commander. It was a lie. All of it. Every time I joked about the killing or I acted like I was never happier than in battle, that was a lie. What are we fighting for, if not to find some truth in the galaxy?' 
'And so you want to die.' 
'If that is the only way it can end, then yes, I want to die.' 
'You will not get what you want.' Sarpedon stood up to his full height, and he towered over Luko. 'Not here. Not yet. I promise you, Brother Luko, you will never have peace while I still live.' 
'I don't know if I can carry on, commander. I have played an Astartes for so long…' 
'You are still Astartes. You still know no fear. Nothing has changed.'

'Then stop. But keep fighting. That is an order. Do you understand?' 
'Yes, commander.'

Make of it what the Imperium should be. That's the only way we can continue to exist in this galaxy. If we make it, or if we die trying, then our war of survival will be over. If you trust me, Luko, trust me with that.' 
THE DEFENCE OF Caelano Minoris  cut a gallant figure as it burned. The Fleet Minor gathered around it like pallbearers as green fire rippled up its hull, forcing its way in through the tears in its hull. Explosions wracked the laboratory ship as the fire cooked off stores of chemicals and fuel. Saviour pods escaped, riding on columns of compressed gas. To answer your question, by the standards generated by a logic engine such as mine, we can succeed, but by the less exact standards of an unaugmented human, we cannot.' 
'It does not matter,' said Crystavayne. 'To take the fight to the alien is its own reward.' 
The tech-guard troops had been gathered from the fleet's other ships and assembled on the Antithesis.  The Antithesis  had few boarding facilities, being limited to a handful of armoured transports and a single complement of boarding torpedoes. It had not been designed as an assault ship, and to launch the attack it would have to get close enough to the necron mother ship, the target most likely to yield some meaningful success, for the mother ship to stand a very good chance of blasting it out of the void. If it got that far, and if the mother ship did not have some heathen technology to defend against boarders, there were no doubt legions of necron warriors on board to fight through. 
It was, at least, better than sitting back and waiting to die, but not by much. 
Crystavayne took out the neuro-sword he carried scabbarded under his robes. Most tech-priests and magi were armed, and Crystavayne's weapon of choice was a blade of shiny black crystal inlaid with silver circuitry. 
'I made this myself,' said Crystavayne, 'to make sure I would never be helpless should the quest for understanding become a battle. 
It will do me little good against an enemy without a nervous system. What do we have left in the armoury that I could use instead?'

'In thirty-nine minutes,' said Voar. 
'I have one question before we deploy.'

'Of course. The desire for vengeance is not an emotion. It is the purest logic of all.' 
'Good,' said Crystavayne.

'Agreed,' said Voar. 'Bridge, prep a deck to receive them, and do so quickly. They may not survive out here for long.' 
LIBRARIAN TYRENDIAN WAS accompanied by ten Soul Drinkers of Squad Salk. They were met by several squads of tech-guard on the launch deck of the Antithesis,  and the men looked at the Astartes as if they were facing a particularly volatile and dangerous animal. 
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Three tech-priests approached across the deck. As Tyrendian descended the embarkation ramp of the Thunderhawk, it was clear that they were senior members of the Mechanicus, heavily augmented, their robes embroidered with symbols of rank. One was an enormous industrial machine, shaped something like a huge metal ape. His head was low between his shoulders, vaguely human with the lower half of his face concealed by a heavy rebreather and vox-unit. 
The second was the highest-ranked, although he looked far more human than the first. He was slender and rather taller than a normal man, with shoulder-mounted manipulator units folded over his back and circuitry woven into the skin of his face. 
The third was also shaped like a human, but one of his hands had been replaced with a complex medical gauntlet, hooked up to vials of liquid implanted in his forearm. One of his eyes was a bionic, reminiscent of a microscope, which was probably the function it performed. 
The first tech-priest stomped forwards, and a round clacked into the chamber of the gun he had in place of one arm. His armour was pitted and battle-scarred, and he more resembled a machine of war than a tech-priest. 
The lead tech-priest stepped in front of the war machine and gave a hand signal that caused the assembled tech-guard troops to lower their lasguns. 
'I am Archmagos Voar of the Adeptus Mechanicus,' he said. 'This is my ship, the Antithesis.' 

'  I am Brother Tyrendian of the Soul Drinkers.' 
'What is your purpose here?' 
'To propose an alliance.' 
'To what end?' asked Voar. 
'Mutual survival,' said Tyrendian. 
'There was little survival on anyone's minds at the Star Fort,' said Voar. 'We know of you, Soul Drinkers. The Inquisition tried to delete you from history, but we have long memories. You are renegades and murderers, and among those who have suffered at your hands are members of the Mechanicus. What promise can there be that you will not betray us? That you are not even working in concert with these xenos?' 
'The xenos are the enemy,' said Tyrendian sharply, 'of any human, renegade or not. And they will destroy us as surely as they will destroy you if we cannot find a solution between us. If you wish to die out here, archmagos, without ever having possessed a chance of survival, then reject us.' 
Voar paused only for a moment to consider this, but there was little doubt that logic engines in his head were whirring through banks of data. 
'What can you offer us?' asked Voar. 
'We have information on the xenos machine-spirits. We know of a single intelligence that rules them,' said Tyrendian. 'In addition to which, you will find no better assault troops than two companies of Astartes. What can you offer us?' 
'We know where they are,' said the third tech-priest, the medical specialist. The archmagos glanced at him, but said nothing. 
'Where?' asked Tyrendian. 
'Does it matter?' asked Voar. 
'We know who we are fighting,' said Tyrendian. 'You know where it is. Take us there and we can kill it. The Undying operate under the control of a single intelligence, and, if it is slain, we will buy ourselves our only chance at victory.' Tyrendian indicated the tech-guard. 'With these troops you can do nothing against an Undying stronghold. With the Soul Drinkers, you have a force that can break through the Undying and kill it. We just need to get there.' 
'The Antithesis  could do it,' said the third tech-priest. 'It's the fastest ship we have. It can't hold out forever, but we can stay ahead of the xenos fleet for long enough.' 
'Do we have a deal?' asked Tyrendian. 
Archmagos Voar thought for a longer moment. The tech-guard were tensed ready to raise their guns, and there was no doubt they had orders to execute the Soul Drinkers at a sign from the archmagos. 
'Logic dictates,' said Voar, 'that we do.' 
Tyrendian walked between the squads of tech-guard and held out a hand. Archmagos Voar shook it. 
'In the name of Rogal Dorn,' said Tyrendian, 'this alliance is struck.' 
Voar glanced at the huge industrial tech-priest beside him. 
'That will no longer be necessary, Magos Vionel,' he said. The tech-priest's gun thudded as it unloaded the rounds back into its ammo hopper. 
'Where is our enemy?' asked Tyrendian. 
'Here,' said Voar. He took out a data-slate, and one of his manipulators inserted a probe into it. A star map flickered onto the screen. He handed the slate to Tyrendian. 
'Selaaca,' said Tyrendian. 
'You know of it?' asked Voar. 
'It was the capital of the empire the Undying have destroyed. The planet beneath us is Raevenia, where the last survivors of the empire are making their final stand. Part of the fleet you are fighting is the invasion force that will complete the capture of the planet. Once Raevenia is gone, there will be no human force left between the Undying and the Imperium.' 
'Then it is unlikely,' said Voar, 'that the completion of their plans in the Veiled Region will have a positive impact on the human race.' 
'On that we can agree,' said Tyrendian. 'We must move quickly. Neither of our forces can hold out for much longer. I suggest that we take word back to our commander and return with an assault force. With your leave, archmagos.' 
'I concur. I will position the fleet to facilitate a breakout. Primary manoeuvres will begin in two hours.' 
'Until then, archmagos,' said Tyrendian. 'Soul Drinkers! Embark!' 
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Iktinos, Tyrendian and the Soul Drinkers of Iktinos's flock filed back up the ramp into the Thunderhawk, and the ramp swung up to seal them in. 
AS THE SUN went down on the space port, the Soul Drinkers loaded the last of the weapons and ammunition back onto their transports. They travelled light, and everything they needed to wage war had been stowed in a matter of minutes. The old Chapter had never fought with many heavy weapons or vehicles. Sarpedon had taught them to fight with hands and teeth if need be, up close in the enemy's face. That was how the philosopher-warrior Daenyathos had written that the Soul Drinkers should fight, and that was how Sarpedon believed an Astartes was at his most effective. 
Sarpedon and Iktinos had been joined by Queen Dyrmida. She had informed the people of Raevenia, over the space port's vox-casters, that the Undying would try to take the space port, and they must be fought off before the Raevenians could be delivered from their fate. It had not been completely true, but it was closer to the truth than she had been expecting to tell. 
'Chaplain Iktinos will remain on Raevenia with his flock,' said Sarpedon. 'The Undying will be free to attack before we can succeed. You will have to fight hard before this is over.'

'We can hold these walls if you can take down their commander,' said Dyrmida. 'If you man the gates, and if the Undying can be halted from afar, then we can hold.' 
'I wish,' said Sarpedon, 'that I could give your world a better chance.' 
'Remember the Raevenian way of death, commander. We will all die fighting for our home world, against an inhuman enemy. 
There are few in our history that can claim a better death than that. Do not fear for our ability to hold this space port, for we fight as soldiers with nothing to lose. Even in death, we shall have victory. When dying is not defeat, we cannot be beaten.' Dyrmida grasped Sarpedon's gauntlet and shook it. 'Best of luck, Commander Sarpedon. When you return, you will find us victorious, whatever happens.' 
'For Dorn,' said Iktinos. 
'For Dorn, Chaplain,' said Sarpedon. 
'Ready for takeoff,' voxed Brother Phol from the cockpit of Sarpedon's Thunderhawk. 
'I will speak with you both soon,' said Sarpedon. 
'If you do not,' said Dyrmida, 'die well.' 
'I'll do my best, your majesty,' said Sarpedon, and scuttled towards the Thunderhawk, which was already obscured by the wash of heat from its warmed-up engines.

THE CONSTANT WENT down fighting. Her full complement of menials and tech-guard went down with her, because they were needed to work the fusion chamber. The nova cannon fired until the end, the final blast barely aimed, in the hope that the projectile would nick a necron ship and send waves of fissile material pulsing through the enemy's corridors and engine rooms. 
The necron mother ship took advantage of the Constant's  sudden lack of mobility. It turned its main gun on the cruiser, even as it absorbed a nova cannon blast that stripped away one of the spurs reaching from its central spire. The mother ship rotated majestically until its gun was in line, and then it fired, a lance of green-white power splitting the Constant  through her prow and tearing all the way through her stern. For a moment, the Mechanicus cruiser was impaled. Then the force of the mother ship's gun shredded what remained of her interior structure, and boiled away the hull into burning wisps of metallic gas. 
The Fleet Minor threw itself as one into the mother ship's path. The necron cruisers rallied around the mother ship and blew the few remaining transport and sensorium craft apart. The mother ship itself sent out a spherical pulse of green flame that tossed the smaller craft around like ships on a storm, ripping guns and instruments from hulls, and splintering the hails of torpedoes the Fleet Minor was firing at it in desperation. 
The necron fleet's command routines switched from the harrying of a determined foe to the annihilation of an enemy collapsing under the psychological pressure of battle. Some of the Fleet Minor had fled, disobeying orders to buy themselves a few more hours or minutes of life. Guided munitions and a few broad gun barrages were all that were needed to turn the fleeing ships into sprays of steel dust. 
Others defied the most basic tenets of logic to charge into the enemy, sometimes aiming to ram the necron ships in some vulnerable spot. They were even easier to deal with. A few point-blank turret volleys put paid to most of them. The few that got through impacted without causing any significant damage to the hulls of living metal in which the necron ships were clad. 
The necron fleet closed in around the mother ship, as if the mother ship was the stem of a vast steel flower and the cruisers were its petals, to concentrate fire on the remnants of the Mechanicus fleet. 
Only the Antithesis did not succumb to the breakdown the necron fleet detected in the manoeuvres of its sister ships. The cruiser spiralled away from the heart of the battle, releasing every form of countermeasure it had: short-fuse torpedoes, electromagnetic chaff, burning fuel and even heaps of refuse from spent shell casings to the bodies of its dead, to fool the necron guns for a few moments longer. Its main engines kicked in, and it powered away, forcing open a warp rift and diving in. The tactic was dangerous in the extreme; entering the warp in peaceful conditions could be dangerous enough. But the Antithesis  made it. 
The necron mother ship quickly recalculated its response to the change in Mechanicus tactics. The Mechanicus had not given up the fight as the necrons' limited intelligence on human behaviour had suggested. Instead, the Antithesis  had sacrificed the rest of the fleet to escape. 
The mother ship sent its cruisers ahead of it, folding space-time to follow the Antithesis.  One of them, wounded by a lucky blast from the Constant,  broke apart as it accelerated, some critical system giving way and causing the cruiser to split in two and implode. 
It did not matter. The only two enclaves of human interlopers were on Raevenia, and in the Antithesis,  and neither had a chance of survival given the resources arrayed against them. As the mother ship joined the pursuit of the Antithesis,  the necron transport craft began the descent onto Raevenia. They carried with them more than thirty thousand necron warriors and countless war machines, enough to subjugate an entire world. 
Their lower hulls began to glow with heat as they plunged through Raevenia's atmosphere. 
QUEEN DYRMIDA, STANDING at a window of the space port's command tower, watched through a pair of magnoculars as the first white streaks of falling spacecraft appeared in the sky over Astelok. 
'Sighting fire!' shouted Dyrmida. One of the officers around her spoke an order into the comm-net and the crew of the anti-aircraft guns on the walls swivelled their quad-mounted cannon to aim at the falling craft. Sharp cracks of guns echoed around the space port as they sent tracer rounds up into the afternoon sky. 
The reserves of Queen Dyrmida's army were stationed around the command tower ready to act as a reserve to move to any breach of the walls. The queen was in full battle-dress, heavy iridescent carapace armour over quilted flak armour, over her dark red royal robes. She carried a repeating strikelock rifle, a finely crafted weapon with three rotating barrels and a miniature generator in the hilt. She wore the simple battle-crown, a small tiara of steel, which was the regalia of sovereignty when at war. 
The population huddled in whatever shelter they could: empty fuel containers beneath the landing pads, spacecraft hangars, equipment sheds and narrow maintenance tunnels. Their fear was as obvious as the sunlight beating down on the space port, or the smell of fuel and gun oil. 
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Most of the soldiers were on the walls. They did not know from which direction the Undying would strike, so they were stationed all around, erecting sniping positions and makeshift battlements of empty fuel drums and spacecraft parts piled up. 
The main gates were the weakest point of the walls. The space port had not been built as a fortress, and the gates would be easier to storm than the walls. That was where Chaplain Iktinos had set up, along with the thirty or so Soul Drinkers he referred to as his 
''flock''. 
'They're coming down in the city,' said Lieutenant Kavins, who was attending upon his queen. Dyrmida saw that he was right. 
'They're joining up with the rest of the harvesting force,' she said. 
'Then we know they'll be coming from that direction.' 
Dyrmida scanned the sky on the other side of the space port. Bright streaks of vapour were trailing behind craft plummeting towards the woods and hills south of the port. 
'I wouldn't be so sure, Kavins,' said Dyrmida. 
'Incoming!' came the yell from one of the sharpshooters on the roof of the command tower. Dyrmida followed his outstretched arm. One of the Undying landers, wounded by anti-aircraft fire, was spiralling out of control towards the space port. With a terrible sound like reality tearing, it hammered through the air, and slammed into one of the landing pads in a burst of smoke and shrapnel. The ground shook. 
Troops ran from the command tower to snap fire at the shapes they saw moving among the flames and molten metal. A half-melted Undying clambered out of the flames, and its head was blown open by a well-placed round. Another was cut apart as it walked out of the fire, destroyed before it could raise its gun. Metal corpses dissolved away into nothing. 
It was first blood, which meant something in Raevenian folklore of war, but in this battle, it meant nothing. There were plenty more where those Undying had come from. 
A couple more landing craft were blown out of the sky. They were shaped like inverted pyramids, their lower surfaces studded with engines that glowed white as they slowed the Undying descent. 
A few of them were larger, massive armoured spheres, tumbling, apparently without any means of slowing them, to impact like falling bombs in the ruins of Astelok. 
Dyrmida activated the vox-bead that Iktinos had given her. 
'They're making landfall,' she said. 'They're all around us, but the majority will be coming from the direction of the city. Straight towards you.' 
'Understood,' said Iktinos from his position by the gates. 'May Dorn's strength be with us.' 
'And the Sun Prince's blessing with us,' said Dyrmida. 
Silver shapes were already gathering on the walls of Astelok, stranger-shaped enemies among the ranks of metallic warriors. They hovered or drifted, or scuttled down the walls on all fours. 
More landing craft slammed into the forests to the south, within sight of the walls. The Undying gathered, and began to march. 
THE FIRST SIGHT the Antithesis  had of Selaaca was in information form, picked up by the ship's long-range sensors. The first reaction of the sensorium crew was to wonder what was wrong with their sensors. Repeated scanning showed the same results, however, and eventually they had to go to Archmagos Voar with information they were sure would incense the archmagos with its utter lack of logic. 
Selaaca, it seemed, was hollow. Its core had been bored out and vented into titanic clouds of rock dust that orbited the planet in long trails of micrometeorites. And yet it had retained its mass, a fact so impossible that many of the ship's cogitators refused to accept it and spat it out in hails of punch-cards and spools of torn printout. Its interior was a lattice of steel and stranger metals, supporting continent-sized structures that pulsed with as much energy as the system's sun, caged and compressed into exotic radiation that the cogitators didn't recognise. Craft, tiny pinpricks of power, flitted over the surface and through close orbit. There was power everywhere, running through the planet's empty core, scribing glowing lines on the surface, even bleeding out into the toxic remnants of the atmosphere. 
The surface was a ruin. The cities of Selaaca had been destroyed, scorched or uprooted, or pounded flat. Here and there, the monuments to the heart of the Selaacan Empire remained: the arms of a harbour wall enclosing a graveyard of sunken battleships; a great fortress in the heart of a desert, walled in by necron defences and left to starve; dozens of villages, untouched but devoid of life as they mouldered away in the hearts of forests. 
Enormous wounds cut through the greatest cities. They led into the planet's interior, shattered buildings and shredded layers of history giving way to immense metallic avenues and conduits of power. 
These wounds were ringed by necron facilities, landing pads and barracks, and sheets of metal, the size of islands, where gleaming necron warriors emerged to march. 
Monoliths, immense menhirs of brushed steel, stood at precise intervals between the wounds, anchoring the complex webs of power that flowed across the planet. Swarms of scarabs attended to them, repairing the microscopic damage done by the particles of dust that whipped by on the burning winds that marked the death throes of Selaaca's atmosphere. 
Not one living thing was detectable on Selaaca. The absence of life required by the necrons was total. Life, to them, was like death was to humans: an unimaginable aberration, a state where nothing could exist. It had to be banished before any great work could begin. Whatever the plans of the necron empire of Selaaca, of the whole necron race and its gods, it required the obliteration of life. That lesson had never been taught so bluntly as through the dead, torn husk of Selaaca. 
Archmagos Voar was absorbing this information when Commander Sarpedon arrived on the bridge. 
'I had not been informed,' said Voar, 'that you were a mutant.' 
'It's not something that comes up in conversation,' replied Sarpedon. Tech-priests did not generally have a sense of humour, and, given Voar's silence, the archmagos was not an exception. 'It is a complicated story, and one I am not good at telling. It does not affect my ability to lead.' 
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'Mutation is an abhorrence, commander, but as was made clear in our negotiations we must be willing to overlook a great many sins, given our present situation.' 
'What do the xenos have waiting for us down there?' 
Voar gave the printout another scan, and waved one of his manipulator units. A servitor, little more than a torso on wheels with a projector unit embedded in the dead skin of its chest, trundled over. 
'I forget so easily,' said Voar, 'that not all audiences are equipped with logic circuits. Visual aids are necessary.' 
The holo-unit projected a flickering image of Selaaca. Sarpedon tried to take in the implications of the scarred planet with its hollowed-out, metal-filled core visible through tears in the crust, but it just didn't seem to fit into his mind. The necrons - he still wanted to call them the Undying - must have been entombed in Selaaca since long before the humans of the Selaacan Empire had ever set foot there prior to the Great Crusade. 
'The spacecraft seem to be transport and industrial ships,' said Voar, 'or the necron equivalents. The surface structures are probably power generator and capacitor facilities. The interior is opaque to our sensors, but a great deal of power is being consumed there.' 
'Is there a way in?' 
'Here,' said Voar, 'the planet's capital. The site of the largest surface excavation. It is likely that the necron forces first emerged from here after awakening. The signals directing the necron forces emanate from here.' 
Sarpedon imagined the necron army marching from a tear in the ground, killing and harvesting as they conquered Selaaca. He could almost see the planet's cities falling, one by one, the blackout of one fuelling the fear in the next. 
'What woke them?' he asked. 
'Impossible to say. An excavation by the people of Selaaca. Some trigger at a necron outpost, activated by a new colony or off-world exploration. Or, perhaps, just time. Given the materiel being gathered on the surface, it seems they have yet to fully awake. 
What the Selaacan Empire has witnessed is the first phase of the necrons' refounding of their empire.' 
'The first and the last,' said Sarpedon. 'How do we go in?' 
'The Antithesis  is designed for atmospheric flight,' replied Voar. 'I intend to pilot her into the main excavation in the capital city and deploy from there.' 
'A crash landing?' asked Sarpedon with a raise of one eyebrow. 
'A most precise and calculated landing, commander. There will be no crashing involved. The Antithesis  is rather more advanced than Imperial Naval standards. Besides, I accept the risk to my ship to fulfil our mission.' 
'What forces can you bring?' 
'A regiment of tech-guard. Seven hundred and thirty-three men. The tech-priest officer corps of the Antithesis,  myself and the magi of my fleet.' 
'And two hundred Astartes,' said Sarpedon. 
'Given the likelihood of our being pursued by the necron fleet,' continued Voar, 'our tactics must emphasise speed over complexity. Once on the ground, we enter the main excavation.' 
'And we kill everything we find until either we or they are dead,' finished Sarpedon. 
'Quite. Landfall will be in two hours and fourteen minutes. If you have any preparations to make, I suggest you make them, commander, as the necrons most assuredly know we are here.' 
THE FIRST RAEVENIANS to die in the last battle for Astelok were pioneers: tough, resourceful men and women recruited into the army of Queen Dyrmida from among the hunters and trappers that lived out in the wilds between city-states. A few of them were caught out by landing craft crashing through the trees almost right on top of them, in the tangled woods lining the road from the city to the space port. Undying warriors clambered out, unfolded their ancient metal limbs and immediately set about killing the pioneers, who tried to flee or hide among the trees. 
The Undying guns flayed them to the bone, and left the bleeding, half-fleshed skeletons. Other pioneers were brought down by scarabs that forced their way into their mouths or burrowed through their skin with diamond-hard mandibles. The pioneer units had known before the battle began that they would be vulnerable outside the city walls, and that few of them could be expected to survive. They accepted this fate since they were fighting, not for themselves, but for the people huddled beneath the space port waiting for the Undying to claim them. 
The Undying marched relentlessly through the forests, where they had landed to be safe from the Raevenian snipers and heavy weapons on the walls. It was a simple calculation for the guiding intelligence and the officer nodes of the army to make. It had also been made by Queen Dyrmida and her generals. 
The traps set by the pioneers erupted just as the Undying units gathered together to march in rank. Dozens of the Undying were blown to pieces by fragmentation bombs made from fuel cells and shrapnel. Canisters of spaceship fuel exploded inside the trunks of trees, sending shards of wood and collapsing tree trunks crashing into the Undying. Some bodies self-repaired, but more phased out. 
The officer nodes rapidly recalculated the angles of approach. They moved their advancing units towards the main road into the space port, and a large area of clearer scrub on the opposite side of the space port, where the pioneers would have had a tougher job concealing booby traps. 
Hidden pits collapsed, plunging Undying warriors into troughs of battery acid. Pioneers that had begged for a good death on this day manned the guns of vehicles half-buried in the ground, throwing off heaps of branches and camo-netting to blast at point-blank range into the Undying. They died soon enough, torn apart by scarabs or Undying guns, but they wiped out enough Undying to make their deaths good ones indeed. 
The Undying force lost relatively few of its number, but the threat was grave enough to force it onto the open ground. Up on the walls, the men of Queen Dyrmida's army manned the guns trained on the target zones, and waited. 
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THE SOUL DRINKERS on the muster deck of the Antithesis  cut a frightening enough sight that even the tech-guard units, many of whom had emotional dampening surgery, looked at them with fear. Twenty squads of ten were ranked up for Sarpedon to inspect, along with Pallas, Captain Luko, Tyrendian and Scamander. Salk and Graevus's squads had the prime places on the ends of the rank, since Sarpedon considered them the senior sergeants of his command. Techmarine Lygris was there too, for he had recovered enough lucidity to demand to be taken on this mission. 
The tech-guard were being spoken to by the tech-priests who would lead them. They talked about sacred duty, obedience and sacrifice in the Omnissiah's name, and of the hateful nature of the xenos threat. Sarpedon noticed the magi among them, Vionel, a massive glowering metallic presence patched up with welded-on armour plates, and Hepsebah with extra power packs implanted into her back to fuel her lascannon. Sarpedon had heard speeches like that before, back in the old Chapter where his captain, Caeon, and Chapter Master Gorgoleon would speak to the Soul Drinkers of their position at the top of the human food chain, and of their divine right to herd the rest of the species towards the Emperor's goal. 
'Soul Drinkers,' began Sarpedon, 'within the hour, we make landfall at Selaaca, and fight there against a foe with effectively infinite numbers and every reason to kill us. The necrons know we are coming. We have faced them before, and every one of you knows how unwilling they are to die. Make no mistake, battle-brothers, the necrons are the enemy of everything we have fought for. They will turn the Veiled Region into a base from which to treat the human race as cattle to kill or harvest. If we ever had a duty, it is to stop them. Chaplain Iktinos is relying on us, as are all the people of Raevenia. They do not deserve the fate the galaxy has placed on them. We have the power to change it. In doing so, we will change our own fate, for we will be changing this galaxy for the better when so many have tried to use us to change it for the worse. Captain Luko?' 
Luko stepped out of his squad to join Sarpedon. He looked like he would tear through the ship's hull if it would get him into battle quicker. 'Brothers! We know what we're fighting. Whatever intelligence leads the necrons, that's what we're here to kill. We've seen what these machines can do to good honest flesh, but they're not so dangerous that a couple of companies of Astartes can't turn them into iron filings. The one advantage the enemy has over us is numbers, so we keep moving. We never stop or take a backwards step. ANY OTHER SHIP would have been committing suicide, sacrificing itself and its crew to smash into the target. It had been done before by Imperial craft whose ordnance was used up and whose gun batteries were dry or who had suffered such grave damage that the only thing they could still do was move. The necron defences assumed that this was the case, and prepared for little more than surface damage and the loss of a few thousand scarabs and other easily replaced units. 
The Antithesis's  engines were, however, up to the task of slowing it down even as its prow glowed blue-white with heat. The thin atmosphere provided just enough of a cushion for the ship to slow to a manageable speed under the massive deceleration of its forward-firing engines. 
The ship crashed through a net of thread-like metallic filaments, built to keep meteorites from damaging the necron facilities in the capital city. It sheared straight through a sky-bound monorail, spilling containers and their cargoes of ore. The ship levelled out, slowing further, and roaring parallel to the ground. Its enormous prow carved through steel and stone buildings, the hurricane of its exhaust howling through what had once been the teeming streets of Selaaca. Finally, its main engines cut out, and the retro thrusters brought it down, grinding prow-first into the mass of the city. 
The destruction was tremendous. Buildings were torn down like paper. Toxic air rolled into the Antithesis,  foiled by the respirators in the helmets of the Soul Drinkers and the gas masks worn by the tech-guard. The Soul Drinkers had mustered in maintenance chambers near the upper hull, where the impact would not cause so much damage, and Luko had taken the first place beneath the hatch that would let them out. 
The first impression Sarpedon got of Selaaca was of a sky the colour of night, scattered with stars and obscured by steel-grey wisps of corrupted cloud. He clambered out, his talons anchoring him to the upper hull of the spaceship. The fallen city was metal and stone, edged in silver by the unfiltered light of Selaaca's sun: half a fallen column, a collapsed wall, a statue of some Selaacan noble, standing in a field of rubble.

'Deploy!' yelled Magos Hepsebah, who led the first unit of tech-guard. They were assault specialists with grenade launchers and plasma weapons, looking almost as inhuman as the magi with their gas masks and the heavy ribbed cables connecting their weapons to sensor packs plugged into their spines. The tech-guard emerged from hatches a short way along the hull, Hepsebah in the front rank. 
Sarpedon followed the tech-guard down towards the city streets. Graevus, power axe in his mutated hand, was leading the first of the assault squads beside him. 
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Sarpedon scurried down the hull, and hit the ground running. Emerald blasts streaked around him, boring cores out of the stone and metal of the wreckage surrounding the Antithesis.

'Forward!' ordered Sarpedon. 'Archmagos, we cannot tarry here.' 
'Then we leave the wounded,' said Archmagos Voar over the vox. 'They are commended to the Omnissiah. Tech-guard! Advance!' 
Sarpedon led the way down into the dark metallic throat. It curved down beneath the city, its walls threaded with glowing green channels of power. For ourselves. But also, for our future.' 
Iktinos knelt before the gates of the space port. Gunfire was cracking from the walls on either side as the Raevenian snipers in the gatehouses took ranging shots at the Undying warriors advancing in ranks down the road from Astelok. 
Iktinos's flock, numbering more than thirty Soul Drinkers, knelt around him. Only Iktinos truly understood the change that had come over them since they had numbered themselves among his followers. They were not just remnants of ravaged units looking for a leader. They were not even spiritually enthusiastic Astartes, who attended to Iktinos as an expression of their faith. They had become something else. In a sense, they were not even Soul Drinkers any more, for they did not follow Sarpedon and his ideals, but Iktinos and his plans. Which, though Sarpedon did not know it, were very, very different. 
'It is an honour,' said one of the flock, 'to die for this future.' 
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'It is a greater honour to live for it,' said Iktinos. 
'But to live to see his plan completed,' said another, 'is a blessing too great for me to beg.' 
'Do not fear to ask to serve,' said Iktinos. 'Many of you will fall, and you will have done more for mankind than any other in the ten thousand years of misery the Imperium has suffered. Those who live will honour the fallen with every step they take beyond. 
Cherish the life that fate may grant you, and welcome death! Praise the day that gives us this fight! Praise the death and the dealing of it! Bless every bullet you fire and every wound you take, for it is all part of the same fate. Think not of failure if you die, or of shame if you live. Think only of the future.' 
Iktinos took out his crozius and laid it on the rockcrete of the gate road. 
'This weapon is an instrument of my will,' he said. 'This will is victory. This victory is to build a future for the human race. If my will is undone, the victory will be lost and the future will die. This is what lies on our shoulders.' 
Every battle-brother of Iktinos's flock laid his weapons - bolters, combat knives, flamers, plasma guns - on the ground. They echoed Iktinos's words in an intense murmur. It was not a prayer that could be found in any sacred work of the Soul Drinkers' 
Chaplains, or in the Catechisms Martial  of the legendary Daenyathos. It was Iktinos's prayer. This was his fight. His will was being done, and, through him, the will of his master. 
Iktinos's prayer was finished, and he looked up at the sky of Raevenia. Undying landing craft were still searing down through the sky, and the dull thuds of the anti-aircraft guns opened up again, spitting red-black clouds of burning flak into the air. 
A commotion up on the walls beside the gate reached his ears. Something had alarmed the men up there, and it took a lot to faze men that had seen their home city torn to shreds by the Undying. 
Iktinos headed to the gatehouse, a watchtower built into the support on one side of the massive double gates. Makeshift barricades had been piled up in front of the gates, welded with spikes and hooks to snag the Undying as they clambered over. Iktinos wove a path through them and reached the gatehouse door. He ran up the stairs inside, pushing past snipers stationed at windows along the stairway. 
Two more snipers were stationed at the top of the watchtower. They started as Iktinos climbed up into their roost. The Space Marine barely fitted into the small room. 
'Astartes,' said one of the snipers. 
'What have you seen?' asked Iktinos. 
The view from the gatehouse was enough to sap most men's wills. Thousands of Undying were trooping along the road, so vast in numbers that they trailed almost to the gates of Astelok. They were in strict formation and in perfect step, all holding their guns at ease, all with the same unmoving grimace on their metal skulls. The air vibrated with the impacts of their metal feet on the dirt. 
Iktinos quickly calculated there were at least ten thousand in the forward mass, and who knew how many more approaching from other angles or still hidden by the forests. It was an army large enough to subjugate a world, and it had been arrayed against the single space port that still resisted them on Raevenia.

'We've had a few sighting shots. Their front ranks are still past rifle range. The… war engines, whatever they are, will be in range a lot later than that. We know how far the warriors can shoot, but those machines might out-range us.' 
'Do not fire upon the Undying in earnest,' said Iktinos, 'until they are three ranks in. You cannot kill them all. Sow confusion instead.' 
'Yes, sir,' said the sniper. His voice was shaking, and it was impossible to tell if he was more afraid of the Undying or of Iktinos. 
Iktinos examined the approaching Undying more closely. A few of the flying warriors were hovering along the edge of the treeline, many of them with long-barrelled cannon that looked like they had the range to strip the gatehouse away at any moment. 
The elite, the immortals of the Undying horde, were falling into step alongside the warriors, dwarfing them with their hulking size. 
A few among the warriors were taller than those around them, walking fully upright in a grim echo of a man. They carried staffs instead of guns, and their metallic forms were wrought into more elaborate shapes like ornate armour. Their eyes burned brighter with intelligence, and energy crackled around them like emerald haloes. 
'Note their leaders,' said Iktinos. 
'We… we kill them first, right?' said the sniper. 
'If you can,' said Iktinos. But the truth was, he did not think the snipers had much chance of inflicting anything more than nominal losses on the Undying. Killing as many as possible would not win this battle. Raw shock and devastation would be the key. The Soul Drinkers, and the Raevenians before them, had assumed that the Undying were immune to such things, that they had none of the mental weaknesses of men. Iktinos saw that their weaknesses simply had to be exploited. 
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'There are leaders among them,' voxed Iktinos to his flock. 'Leaders means a chain of command. And a chain means it can be broken. The soulless ones are not immune to the terror and confusion of war; a Space Marine is. That is how we will win, my brothers. The xenos need logic to function, but an Astartes can achieve victories that defy all logic. When they see the certainty of their victory breaking down, they will become as vulnerable as any other enemy.' 
Iktinos headed back down the stairs to join his battle-brothers behind the gates. 
'Sir,' said the sniper, 'when the Undying get here… where do we go?' 
'You stay here,' said Iktinos, 'until you die.' Then he ducked out of the watchtower and left the snipers to their hopeless fight. 
A CITY OF tombs stretched so far it disappeared into the horizon, where the metal-clad sky met the ground. 
Every tomb was a masterpiece. Crafted from brushed metal, stone and gold, they were the resting places of the necron army's generals, places of worship, monuments to a future without biological life. Some were like temples, their columns surrounding sarcophagi carved with the images of the regal, skeletal things inside. Others were blocks of steel carved deeply with stylised images of conquest and genocide, subjugated xenos and alien eyes picked out in gold. One was an enormous hand of black stone bones, holding a necron form, curled up like an obscene foetus, in its palm. One was a steel skull with its inhabitant just visible in its mouth, wide open as if in mid-scream. There must have been thousands of tombs, arranged in a grid to form avenues between the sepulchres. 
Techmarine Lygris pushed to the front of the Soul Drinkers as they formed a gun line at the entrance to the tomb-city. 
'Get me to an interface,' he said. 'I can lead us through.' 
Sarpedon couldn't see Lygris's face because the techmarine wore his helmet, but the strength an Astartes carried in his voice was gone. Lygris was a wreck, broken by whatever he had seen when he interfaced with the necron information network. Sarpedon knew that if his old companion were ever to become as he once was, it would not happen on Selaaca. 
'Stay back, Lygris. Keep alive. Luko! Lead us forward. The xenos will be close behind.' 
The Soul Drinkers advanced in a tight formation, Luko taking the far right of the line as it made its way between the first rows of tombs, the tech-guard following. Scamander, as was so often the case, was beside Tyrendian as they moved. His eyes were smouldering. 
'Power spike,' voxed Voar. 
'I don't like the sound of that,' said Luko's voice over the vox. 'Tighten up, Soul Drinkers! Mutual cover! Graevus, you're fast response!' 
'Yes, commander,' replied Graevus, whose assault unit was just behind the main gun line. Half the Soul Drinkers squads advanced with the other half covering them, training their bolters down the long avenues between tombs. 
'We'll need to get one of these open,' voxed Luko. 'They look solid enough.' 
The tomb just in front of Luko, shaped like a chunk of battlement from an iron fortress, split open down the middle. Freezing vapour poured out, clinging to the ground like liquid. Green light bled from the darkness inside. 
'Damn,' said Luko. 
Luko dived to the side just as a blast of emerald light tore out of the sarcophagus towards him. 
'Close up and cover!' yelled Sarpedon, watching from the centre of the line. 
Luko's squad leapt into cover as blasts of power shredded the walls of the tombs beside them. 
Sarpedon heard the grinding of metal on stone. The tomb next to him was opening, slivers of ancient stone flaking away from a stylised face sculpted as if it was half-buried in the floor. The golden sphere of the face's single eye rolled out of the fractured socket and thunked to the floor. Light bled from the socket, stuttering as something moved inside. 
The stone split open, and the necron inside unfolded with an ancient majesty. 
Its skeleton was tarnished gold inlaid with deep blue. Its eyes flashed green and crimson, and its skull was set into a headdress like coiled snakes cascading down over its shoulders. A cape made of linked panels of gold and steel clanked around it. It carried a staff topped with a blade, inset with a fat green jewel. 
Sarpedon reacted first. He ducked beneath the edge of the split sarcophagus and heard the hiss of a blade cutting through air. He came up, bolter blazing, hammering shots into the necron's torso. 
The necron turned on him and lashed out with his staff again. Sarpedon turned it aside with his forearm, but the staff fired a shard of brilliant green energy that threw Sarpedon off his feet. 
Sarpedon slammed into the tomb behind him, splintering abstract carvings. The breath was knocked out of him and his head swam. Instinct took over, and he fired at the blurry gold shape advancing on him, rolling to the side and springing up on his arachnid legs. 
The necron wrenched the bolter out of Sarpedon's hand and crushed it in its powerful metal fingers, flinging it away. Sarpedon drew the Axe of Mercaeno from his back, and, for an instant, barely a passing of time at all, it showed hesitation when it saw the force weapon in Sarpedon's hand. 
It had no face to express emotions with, just a leering skull, but its body language suggested an apprehension that was beyond the scope of a machine's emotions.

Or, more likely, it was a refinement of raw, formless powers he had demonstrated back then, and had first come to be in the Librarium of the Soul Drinkers, flagship, the Glory,  as Sarpedon was being tested and trained by the Chapter's Librarians. 
It was a form of telepathy, but a brutal, uncontrolled one, a raw mental bludgeon. It was rare indeed among psykers, but as a weapon it was formidable. Tyrendian's lightning and Scamander's fire were weapons in the simplest sense, implements of destruction. The Hell attacked its enemy's minds just as other Librarians attacked their bodies.

Some were being battered back by bolter volleys, but some had emerged among the Soul Drinkers and tech-guard, and were throwing bodies aside as they killed. 
Sarpedon kicked out with his front legs, but the necron held firm. Sarpedon ripped the Axe of Mercaeno up into its torso, and felt the blade bite into unnaturally hard metal, gouging a furrow up to its throat. The necron hauled him into the air, and slammed him down on the roof of the tomb. 
A spike of dark steel was driven through Sarpedon's backpack, through the back of his armour and out through his chest. He was impaled there, stuck like a pinned insect with his legs kicking out in every direction. The pain hammered through him, and he felt one of his lungs deflate, bubbling blood out into his chest cavity. 
Like fear, pain was something a Space Marine might feel, but never bow to. Pain was the Emperor's way of reminding him there was work to do. An Astartes' duty overrode pain. It even overrode death. 
Death. The necrons were death, the death that had descended on Selaaca. That was how the Selaacans must have seen them: an army of oblivion marching through their cities to snatch them away. 
There was only one thing that death might fear. 
The Hell took form. It was life, infinite, seething life, an avalanche of fecundity. A steaming spectral jungle unfolded, thousands of predatory eyes glinting. Every surface was covered in ravenous life. Insects swarmed in dark masses in every corner. Vines split the ancient stone of the tombs. They wrapped around the legs of the ornate necron, bursting into flower or seed. Slimy limbs reached up from the swampy floor and tried to drag the necron down. 
It had a soul. Or at least, it used to. It had once been alive, and it still remembered some of what that meant. It still retained some of the personality of whatever damned creatures had become the necrons. That was all the Hell needed to take a hold.

'Right.' 
'What's his name?' 
The soldier shrugged. 'Don't know. We found him wandering around outside. Must've come down off the wall.' 
The soldiers left, wiping the blood off the fronts of their uniforms. 
'Forget it,' said the first medic as the second took out a bundle of sutures and dressings. He was holding the wounded man's wrist. 
'No pulse.' 
'Then this is how it starts,' said the second. 'We decided where the bodies go?' 
'Maintenance room, one floor down,' said the first. 'Lucky guy,' he said to the body. 'You get a body bag. They're gonna run out soon.' 
The second medic headed to the other side of the corridor where a supply of black body bags was piled up against the wall. 
Neither man noticed the green glow breaking through the dead man's eyelids. 
THE TOMB-CITY GAVE the impression of having been silent for aeons. Now, it was filled with the din of gunfire, lasguns and bolters hammering, necron weapons hissing as they tore through stone, armour and flesh. The tech-guard were pinned down by the emergence of the necron lords, their advance cut into knots of soldiers and tech-priests, finding what cover they could before it dissolved around them. 
Archmagos Voar noticed the masses of ghostly jungle spreading across the tombs, but he did not care much. He was concentrating on more immediate matters. 
Another tech-guard died beside him, sliced in two. The men around Voar were yelling, running from cover to cover as they tried to outflank the pair of necron lords that were sowing carnage through them. Lascannon fire from Magos Hepsebah streaked around them, but a shimmering energy field leapt up and dissipated the torrent of crimson energy. 
'Device Gamma,' said Voar. One of the tech-guard behind him handed Voar a metal sphere, with a transparent section revealing twin hemispheres of metal wrapped in wire. Voar ran his hand over the activation panel and the device hummed to life. 
He threw it like a grenade past the columns of the tomb behind which he was sheltering. It rolled along the ground between the two necron lords, and burst, throwing out a shower of white sparks: electromagnetic chaff, similar to the counter-measures used by the Mechanicus spacecraft, but crafted to interfere with the wavelengths that Voar had detected coming from the destroyed necron in his lab. 
'Forward!' yelled Voar, his voice amplified to maximum. 
Tech-guard charged forwards around him. Green flame danced around them, but it was wild and unfocused. Half-blinded and deafened, the necrons couldn't aim properly at the advancing tech-guard.

Some of the flock died there, immolated in the green flare that raked through them from the guns mounted at the pinnacle of the monolith, but it did not matter. Only the Salvation mattered.

'Graevus,' said Sarpedon, 'cut that thing open.' 
Graevus led his squad towards the heart. Freezing vapour coiled around their feet as Graevus took his axe in his mutated hand. 
'Steel your souls,' he said. 
The Soul Drinkers behind him levelled their bolters at the heart. 
The heart split open, and a gale of ice and chemicals roared out. Graevus was thrown off his feet along with most of his squad. 
The billow of white vapour was blinding. 
Sarpedon drew breath, but his throat felt as if it was closing, so cold was the air. His ears were full of noise. 
By his feet, Graevus was rolling onto his back and drawing his bolt pistol. 
'Report!' shouted Sarpedon. 
'Got nothing,' voxed Luko from behind. 
'Sounds from behind,' said Salk. 'Covering.' 
'Hold position!' ordered Sarpedon. 'Graevus, did you see it?' 
'No,' said Graevus. 'Squad! Advance!' 
Visibility was zero. Sarpedon could barely make out his own lower limbs reaching out before him. The faint glow of Graevus's power axe through the icy gloom was the only sight he had of his brother Astartes, and then it was gone. Sarpedon scuttled a few paces forwards, the Axe of Mercaeno heavy in his hands. 
Green fire glimmered ahead: two eyes, burning. 
'Contact!' shouted Graevus over the vox. 'Get down! Squad, down! Covering fire! Now!' 
Sarpedon hit the ground, ready for the volley of bolter fire to tear over his head from the Soul Drinkers behind him. A few fingers squeezed down on triggers. Most did not have the chance. 
The gale came again, a hundred times stronger. Graevus flew backwards and slammed into Sarpedon, almost throwing Sarpedon along with him. Sarpedon's talons dug in to the metal of the floor and he held on. Graevus bounced past, and two of his squad followed. 
The vapour was whipped into a whirl, like a white-streaked tornado. Sarpedon could see Soul Drinkers being caught up in it, picked up off their feet or slammed into walls.
