Did you ever see that movie Bubble Boy that came out in 2001? Yeah, the one Disney released that was kind of like The Boy in the Plastic Bubble with wacky slapstick comedy. What the fuck was up with that movie? Whose brilliant idea was it to turn a horrifying disability into something cute and fun, where the bubble boy is basically just a super bouncy ball with legs? Really, I want to know who, because that man is a fucking genius. I want to shake his hand. I don’t care about whether it was a good movie or not, or whether it was offensive to those suffering from bubble boy disease or not. I just care that it exists. Because it just has to exist. There are some stories that must be told no matter how stupid the concept, for example Time Cop or The Kobold Wizard’s Dildo of Enlightenment +2 (an adventure for 3-6 players, levels 2-5).
When I first came up with the idea for Kill Ball, it was a much different story than it ended up being. Originally, it was supposed to be set in the real world and was going to be about a mafia hitman with bubble boy disease. I was picturing a Harvey Keitel-esque hired killer with a stone-cold expression on his face, walking down an alley in a man-sized bulletproof hamster ball as if it weren’t the most ridiculous thing anyone has ever seen. He would not have been a wacky super bouncy ball like Bubble Boy. He would have been an unstoppable killing machine, who would assassinate people by smashing them against walls or rolling over them. It would have been hilarious.
But I also had another story I wanted to write called The Girl with the Hairspray Eyes, which was meant to be a parody of 1970s Italian thrillers (like those by the masterful Dario Argento) set in a world where everyone lives inside of plastic bubbles—kind of like an apocalyptic version of Bubble Boy with a serial killer on the loose. Since only one bizarro bubble boy book needs to exist in this world, I had to choose between the two concepts. I decided to go with the concept for The Girl with the Hairspray Eyes (but still use the Kill Ball title) because there was much more I could do with this concept. Maybe I’ll use the hitman in the plastic bubble for something else at a later date.
As I have said in previous books, my favorite way to write a story is to take an incredibly ridiculous idea and approach it with complete sincerity. Kill Ball is such a book. It is set in a world that is too absurd to possibly exist. It is especially absurd that everyone chose to roll around in plastic balls instead of wearing spacesuits, which would have been the more logical thing to do. But let’s forget about that. The concept of bubble people is far more interesting and terrifying than spacesuit people. I imagine it being like a real world version of Weeble World, where weebles wobble but they don’t fall down.
But the funniest part of this concept is that it’s basically a tongue-in-cheek parody of 1970s Italian slasher thrillers. It contains the classic trope of these films—the unseen killer holding a knife in his black leather gloves. Only within this book, the murderer is in a black leather bubble that has a knife sticking out of it.
Kind of like this:
Now I’m not sure if that’s the scariest or dumbest killer anyone’s ever come up with for a slasher story. Most likely it is both. In any case, the second I came up with this idea there was no way that I could possibly not write it. So that’s what I did. And here it is.
I’m proud to present to you my 37th book. I hope you enjoy it as much as I enjoyed writing it.
